require a decision including the views of others expressed at the meeting * take part
in voting and respect decisions made by the majority of those present and voting ¢
ensure, with other councillors, that the council is properly managed  represent the
whole electorate. Council meetings are meetings of the full council. All councillors
are expected to attend. Remember, you have a duty to attend but sometimes things
crop up and you are unable to make it. You must contact the clerk with an apology
and explanation. If you fail to attend any meetings for six months, you will
automatically cease to be a councillor unless the council approved your reason for
absence before the end of the six month period.
